What Do We Do?

We hold four scheduled free clothing
giveaways monthly.

We have clothing, linens, house wares,
toys, shoes and purses available to those
in need.

There are no income or residency
requirements to receive assistance. We
only ask that clients only take what they
need for their immediate family.

We maintain the Threads, Hope & Love
Emergency Center with emergency
supplies. Emergency referrals are
required to come through fire or police
departments, churches or shelters. We
can provide clothing, bedding and
toiletries to individuals and families
experiencing a crisis (i.e. house fire,
natural disaster, domestic abuse, newly
acquired foster children).

Why Do We Do It?

§ An average of 150 people attend each
clothing giveaway to pick out
clothing and other items for their
family members.

§ Parents struggling with money to pay
bills and they have growing children
needing new clothes, shoes and other
needs...that’s where we come into
their lives. We can give them one less
thing to worry about.

§ We assist parents with school
supplies in July. A private Christmas
toy event is held in December by
invitation only. Threads is here to
help ease these expenses.

§ Our clients are allowed to attend
giveaways two times each month.

8§ We accept donations on Tuesdays and
Wednesdays from 11am till 6pm. We
have a very high respect for our
clients and strive to give them the
best, so we ask that donations are in
very good condition, current, no
holes, stains or cigarette smell.

§ All clients 18 and over must register
and photo I.D. is required at each
visit.
